The price of  Cambodia’s premium fragrant rice export market is promising compared with Thailand and Vietnam’s, according to a rice 
exporter. Two types of the staple food, Phka Malis and Phka Rumduol 5 percent broken (the best quality) is $900 per tonne for their free-on-
board (FOB) price while Thai Jasmine rice is $990 per tonne and Vietnamese Khao Dac Mali is $750 per tonne. 

Regarding second-grade fragrant rice variety, Thai Pathum Thani fragrant rice is around $680 per tonne, Cambodian Sen Kro Ob variety 
is $780 per tonne and Vietnam jasmine rice is around $580 per tonne. Thai white rice 5 percent broken price is around $510 per tonne and 

Cambodia’s is around $530 a tonne while Vietnam’s is around $487 per tonne. (Read more)

Cambodia and the UK have vowed to boost their bilateral trade as the Kingdom looks to establish a bilateral free trade agreement 
with the country. The understanding was made during a meeting between secretary of state of the Ministry of Commerce Sok 
Sopheak and deputy chief of mission at the British Embassy in Cambodia Marc Thayre on September 15.

Brazilian Government Zeroes Tax on Rice Imports Until

RIO DE JANEIRO, BRAZIL - The GECEX (Management Executive Committee) of the 
CAMEX (Foreign Trade Chamber) decided to zero the tax rate on imports of hulled and 
processed rice until December 31st of this year.

The temporary reduction is restricted to a quota of 400,000 tons, levied on products covered 
by codes 1006.10.92 (non-parboiled hulled rice) and 1006.30.21 (semi-milled or milled rice, 
non-parboiled) of the NCM (Mercosur Common Nomenclature).

The decision was taken on Wednesday, September 9th, during the 8th Extraordinary Meeting 
of the GECEX, as proposed by the Ministry of Agriculture, Livestock...

BRASILIA, Sept 9 (Reuters) - The recent sharp rise in Brazilian food prices is part of a temporary 
global phenomenon caused by a coronavirus pandemic-induced supply shock, Treasury Secretary 
Bruno Funchal said on Wednesday, adding it would soon pass.

Figures showed earlier on Wednesday that food and drink prices rose 0.78% in August, one of the 
biggest drivers of inflation last month, and Brazil eliminated taxes on some rice imports through 
Dec. 31 to help combat a steep increase in domestic prices.
